Reflection Assignments: Students will be required to write reflective responsestoaid in the
recognition of personal habits, progress, observations of the work and breakthroughs inthe training
process. This may include but is not limited to short essays, responsesto a specifictopic, or a journal.

In-Class Skills: Students will be evaluated on their progress and internalization of theirvocal training
as observedin class over the course of the semester. Different exercises will present different
challengesto different students. As the semester progresses, students have the opportunity to
developtheirskillsintrainingand apply them by addressingindividual goals.

Major Projects: Over the course of the semester, students will complete one or more major projects to
demonstrate their progress intheir vocal work. This may include but is not limited to text projects,
where individual students use textto apply theirvocal training and present thisin class or to the
instructor, and ensemble projects, where groups of students work together on an assigned text or other
vocal project. Major projects may also include specificassessments at key timesin the semester, such as
a Mid-Term assessmentand an End of Term assessment. Details will be reviewed in class by instructor.
