CALENDAR DESCRIPTION  

Taught in conjunction with FILM 321, the conceptual approach is designed to help Acting for Stage 

and Screen students understand their craft in the context of such categories as genre, body of work, 

and artistic movements. Special attention will be paid to playwrights and stage directors whose work 

has impacted contemporary theatre.

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COURSE CONTENT  
The content and week-by-week breakdown of the course will vary by term and instructor. The 
following is a sample: 

 

Week Course Content 

1 -3 Introduction to the course; Survey of emergence of professional Canadian Theatre; 
trends in modern theatre, including emergence of Arts Festiavls; self -production. 

4-6 Survey of trends in modern American theatre, including the American Musical; 
trends on Broadway and the non-profit system. 

6-8 Survey of modern British theatre, including emergence of non-profit system 

alongside commercial system; the National Theatre. 
Wrap up final projects, assignments, etc.

Final Project:  Students will complete a final project as part of their work in this course, such as a 
Director’s Pitch, in which students outline a theoretical approach to how they would direct a play 
(one of the assigned course readings) if they had such an opportunity. Specific criteria will be 

discussed in class.

Misuse or misrepresentation of sources: Presenting source material in such a way as to distort its 
original purpose or implication(s); misattributing words, ideas, etc. to someone other than the 
original source; misrepresenting or manipulating research findings or data; and/or suppressing 

aspects of findings or data in order to present conclusions in a light other than the research, taken 
as a whole, would support.  
 
Plagiarism: Presenting or submitting, as one’s own work, the research, words, ideas, artistic 

imagery, arguments, calculations, illustrations, or diagrams of another person or persons without 
explicit or accurate citation or credit.  
 

Self-Plagiarism: Submitting one’s own work for credit in more than one course without the 
permission of the instructors, or re-submitting work, in whole or in part, for which credit has 
already been granted without permission of the instructors.  

 
Prohibited Conduct: The following are examples of other conduct specifically prohibited:
