Three hours of class time, plus a fourth hour delivered through online or other activities for a 15-week
semester, which includes two weeks for final exams.

CALENDAR DESCRIPTION:

This course will examine the competitive advantages to be gained from an effective and efficient supply
chain in an era of ever-increasing problems associated with global logistics. Students will understand
the core strategies and procedures that will help businesses manage these problems. Best and worst
case scenarios will be discussed in class. The latter part of the course will touch upon sustainable supply
chain practices and the student’s final project will enable them to apply their new and existing business
and supply chain knowledge to a real life business situation.

IBUS 341 is an approved Self and Society course for Cap Core requirements.
BUS 341 is equivalent to IBUS 356. Duplicate credit will not be granted for this course and IBUS 356.

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Fraud: Creation or use of falsified documents.

Misuse or misrepresentation of sources: Presenting source material in such a way as to distort its
original purpose or implication(s); misattributing words, ideas, etc. to someone other than the
original source; misrepresenting or manipulating research findings or data; and/or suppressing
aspects of findings or data in order to present conclusions in a light other than the research, taken
as a whole, would support.

Plagiarism: Presenting or submitting, as one’s own work, the research, words, ideas, artistic
imagery, arguments, calculations, illustrations, or diagrams of another person or persons without
explicit or accurate citation or credit.
