CALENDAR DESCRIPTION: Students will build onthe skillslearnedin PMTI 102 and will receive
instructionin voice production, vocal health, and AlexanderTechnique.

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COURSE CONTENT

The content and week-by-week breakdown of the course will vary by term and instructor(s).
Students will build on skillsand techniqueslearnedin PMTI 102 and instructors will tailor
course sessions to suit students’ needs. The followingisa sample:

Course Content
Explore exercises forvocal health and technique; learn anatomy and princples
involved in human speech
Explore elements of vocal production: breath, support, resonance, placement,
projection, range, and articulation; analyze text, practice, develop and present a self-
selected monologue.
Focus on the connections between theory and practice of the AlexanderTechnique;
Explore fundamentals of the AlexanderTechnique; develop agreater ability to
identify and understand personal physical and vocal habits and to apply Alexander
Technique principlesto support performance and well-being.
