CALENDAR DESCRIPTION

This course emphasizes the evaluation and applications of learning theories to human and animal
learning. Students will critically examine learning theories and principles including habituation,
sensitization, classical and operant conditioning, and cognitive control of behaviour. There will also be
an emphasis on applying these concepts to issues of behavioural change, at the self, community, and
societal levels.

as a whole, would support.

Plagiarism: Presenting or submitting, as one’s own work, the research, words, ideas, artistic
imagery, arguments, calculations, illustrations, or diagrams of another person or persons without
explicit or accurate citation or credit.
