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COURSE FORMAT
Three hours of seminar class time, plus an additional hour delivered through on-line or other
activities for two 15-week semesters (30 weeks total).

COURSE PREREQUISITES
PSYC 412 and PSYC 413

CALENDAR DESCRIPTION

This course will entail an in-depth investigation of a topic in psychology. The first half of the course
will culminate in a critical literature review and the formulation of a research proposal. In the second
half of the course, the research proposed will be executed and the results will be written in a thesis
format and presented.

REQUIRED TEXTS AND/OR RESOURCES
Readings will be dependent on the student’s research topics.

e Describe, evaluate, and synthesize key concepts, principles, and overarching themes in a
literature review of the chosen psychology topic

e Use critical thinking and scientific reasoning to design a research study in psychology in a research
proposal

e Apply ethical standards in evaluating psychological research and in conducting the research study;
apply to the Capilano University REB for ethics approval

e Conduct the research study, collecting the research data

e Use quantitative or qualitative methods of data analysis of the research data

e Use critical thinking in interpreting the research results in the thesis

e Communicate their critical analyses and applications in correct written research report formats
and in an oral presentation of their proposal and research;

e Exhibit effective presentation skills in presenting the proposal and report
