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COURSE FORMAT
Two hours of lecture and four hours of lab a week, the course follows the production cycle of
theatre shows over the course of a 15-week term, which includes two weeks of final exams.

COURSE PREREQUISITES

CALENDAR DESCRIPTION

Students will work in assigned positions in all areas of costume production and management for
theatre department productions. Working in a mentored situation, students will be directly involved
in producing the costumes for one or more theatre department mainstage productions. Instruction
will take the form of practical demonstrations, and supervised work on assigned projects.

EVALUATION PROFILE

This course is based on an increased mastery of the student’s performance. Students will be
evaluated by professional behaviour standards as outlined in this syllabus and the THTR Costume
Course booklet, 2017 (Capilano bookstore). Professional practices and expectations specific to this
course will be reviewed by the instructor.

Students are expected to work at a good to excellent level. This will be assessed by a clearly
defined rubric.
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If students fall below the expected level of achievement during a production or set of classes, the
following will occur:

1. The instructor will inform the student and the department of the problem.

2. The student will meet with a representative of the department to define the problem and
determine steps to remedy it. At this time, a second meeting will be scheduled.

3. Atthe second meeting the student will be informed whether or not they have been successful
in solving the problem. Failure to correct the problem may, at the discretion of the
department, result in:

a. Removal from their position — if possible, assigned another position
b. “NC” (No Credit) for the course.
