(life insurance licensed - LLQP, securities licensed - IIROC, mutual funds licensed - MFDA 

or licensed Mortgage Broker). This program will equip and provide students with the 

opportunity to complete the FP Canada Core and Advanced Curriculum, which is 

required to write the QAFP or CFP exams.
