COURSE FORMAT

Three hours of class time plus one hour delivered through on-line activities or other activities (on-line
learning and language workshop), one hour of conversation with a Language Associate and a 45-minute
drop-in session of self-study at the Language Resource Centre (LRC, AR 117) for a 15-week semester,
which includes two weeks for final exams.

CALENDAR DESCRIPTION

This advanced course is an introduction to a variety of fiction and non-fiction texts with an emphasis on
francophone authors outside France. It offers a review of French grammar aimed at developing writing
skills through practice in composition, translation, and exercises. Various media will enhance students'
awareness of francophone culture. FREN 270 and 271 address different linguistic skills and can be taken
in any order; however, after having taken both, students should be at the advanced level.

COURSE NOTE
FREN 271 is an approved Culture and Creative Expression course for Cap Core requirements.

COURSE ASSIGNMENTS

Quiz de lecture:

Prior to each day where readings are due, there will be a short (online) quiz to gauge students’
comprehension of the material on Moodle. The best of 8 marks will be taken into account. No make-up
quizzes are allowed.

Lab:

Language labs provide the opportunity to further develop listening and pronunciation skills. Students
must attend the Language Resource Centre (LRC in Arbutus 117) to complete assigned material (typically
45 min per week). The LRC will be open on a drop-in basis. Mark will be based on completion of weekly
assignments.

Conversation:

During conversation classes students have the opportunity to practice speaking French in small

groups. Mistakes and risk-taking are a normal part of the learning process; students are therefore
encouraged to participate to the best of their ability. Students will participate in a one-hour
conversation seminar on a weekly basis, during which oral exercises will be conducted based on lessons
learned in the lecture.

Participation:

Classroom participation counts for 10% of the final mark. This mark is based on the quality of
participation (in French) during individual and group work. Students will be required to read texts
before the class, discuss texts in small groups, participate in communication activities, speak French at
all times and work cooperatively with various partners

Séances d’écriture libre

Short 100-150-word writing assignments will be given in-class over the semester. These écriture libre
sessions will vary widely in topic and leave much scope for interpretation. The use of dictionaries and
word processing correction tools will be strongly encouraged. After the assignment is submitted, the
instructor will identify grammatical or syntactic trouble areas which must be addressed and corrected
within one week. To obtain full marks for this assignment, students must be in attendance when all
paragraphs are written and have corrected them promptly. Students will rework one writing
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assignment as an outside of class project, expand it to 500- 750 words in length and resubmit it for
grading on the last day of the semester. Further details of this assignment will be given in class.

Examens:
The mid-semester exam as well as the final exam will gauge grammar concepts seen in class and the
reading.

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Misuse or misrepresentation of sources: Presenting source material in such a way as to distort its
