COURSE PREREQUISITES/CO-REQUISITES
LAW 101, LAW 110 and LAW 210 OR 45 credits of 100-level or higher coursework.

COURSE FORMAT

Three hours of class time, plus an additional hour delivered through on-line or other activities for a
15-week semester, which includes two weeks for final exams.

CALENDAR DESCRIPTION

This course will introduce students to international law and explore its basic principles and structures,
including its historical development, subjects and sources of international law, international human
rights, indigenous peoples, international trade and environmental law, law of the sea, and war and
conflict, and global governance institutions.

COURSE NOTE

LAW 460 is an approved Self and Society course for Cap Core requirements.

5. Critique and engage in debate about the clarity and effectiveness of international law, in
general and in particular in the spheres of human rights, economic relations, and war.

2. Assess and evaluate individual and collective responsibilities within a diverse and
interconnected global society;

3. Analyse the impact of colonialism and racism on Indigenous peoples;

4. Synthesize a range of differing community perspectives on ethics and justice and explain
how these perspectives can inform structural change; and

5. Explain how contexts (e.g. cultural, historical, colonial, economic, technological) shape
identity formation and social structures.

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Plagiarism: Presenting or submitting, as one’s own work, the research, words, ideas, artistic
imagery, arguments, calculations, illustrations, or diagrams of another person or persons without
explicit or accurate citation or credit.

Self-Plagiarism: Submitting one’s own work for credit in more than one course without the
permission of the instructors, or re-submitting work, in whole or in part, for which credit has
already been granted without permission of the instructors.
