COURSE CONTENT

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Content Weeks 1-12

e Explore specificexercisesforvocal healthand technique and learnthe anatomical
structures and principlesinvolved inhuman speech.

e Explore elementsof vocal production: breath, support, resonance, placement, projection,
range, and articulation.

e Analyze the textof, then practice, develop and presenta self-selected monologue.

® Focus on the connections betweentheory and practice of the AlexanderTechnique.

e Explore fundamental principles of the AlexanderTechnique:develop agreater ability to
identify and understand personal physical and vocal habits through skilled observation,
and to apply AlexanderTechnique principlesto support contextual avoidance of these
habits, performance, well-being, and daily life.
