Organization and Development:  The Process of Writing
Documenting Sources in History Papers: University of Chicago Style
____________________________________________________________________________________


You must carefully and clearly document all source material that you use in preparing papers in History.  Your instructor may wish you to use parenthetical referencing inserted right into the text of the paper.  This is generally called the MLA (Modern Language Association) system.  See English Writing Centre handout “Documenting Sources:  MLA Style” for a full description of this referencing system.


Papers in History, however, often draw on complex or multiple sources, which would be awkward to cite within the text.  For this reason, and also because most historians and historical journals use a documentary-note system of numbered references, your instructor may wish you to use footnotes or endnotes instead of in-text documentation. If so, follow this method:

1.
Every time you quote, paraphrase, or summarize source material, place a number just above the line at the end of the relevant material, after the punctuation mark.  (See 820.9.3 for a fuller discussion of the material you should document.)  These numbers run serially throughout the paper:  do not begin with a new number 1 on each new page, but continue the numbers from the page before.

2.
Either at the foot of each page (footnotes) or at the end of the paper (endnotes), provide complete information on each source in numerical order.  Follow the patterns given below; note that each is punctuated as though it were a single sentence.

3.
At the end of each note, give the specific page or pages to which you refer.  (If your text refers to an entire article or section of a book, give the page span.)

4.
Your second or later reference to a book or article should give only the author and page.  If you have used more than one book or article by the same author, give a short title as well, e.g. a title such as Wars I Have Seen could be shortened to Wars.

5.
Type your endnotes on a separate page entitled Notes at the end of your paper.  Double-space this list throughout, and indent the first line of each note.

6.
Your instructor may also wish you to provide a Bibliography, or alphabetical list of the books, articles, and other published materials you have used.  If so, this list should appear on an additional page entitled Bibliography.  Format the items as you would for an MLA Works Cited list (see 820.9.5, Documenting Sources:  MLA Style, for more information).

7.
You may notice Latin abbreviations such as Ibid. (meaning "the same") and Op. Cit. or loc. cit. (meaning "the work cited" or "the place cited") in notes in published texts.  However, there is no need for you to use these.

Reprint Package

Document each piece (article, etc.) in the package as though you were documenting the original source.
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
