MATH 105 and MATH 116 are being revised to include a workshop/lab
component, resulting in an increase from 3 to 4 credits for each course. The
revised courses will incorporate project and problem based learning in a
collaborative environment and will be in keeping with the Strategic Plan which
emphasizes hands-on learning experience for students. The revisions also
include title changes to better reflect the course content, and revisions to the
calendar entry.

The program profiles of the Associate of Science Degree — Biology, Associate
of Science Degree — Chemistry, Associate of Science Degree — Computing
Science, Computing Science Diploma, Associate of Science Degree —
Mathematics, Associate of Science Degree — Physics, Engineering, and
Engineering Transition Diploma are being revised as a result of the MATH 105
and MATH 116 credit change from 3 credits to 4 credits for each course.

35%, a notation on the rationale be included indicating approval by the Dean.
