The program strives to provide a comprehensive artistic and technical education, preparing
students in the art of animation and encouraging critical reflection, collaboration and
professionalism. Through innovative teaching, local and international partnerships and the
highest standards of artistic and academic excellence, the program seeks to ensure student
success in creative careers within the animation industry.

This course is an introduction to how animators create the illusion of life through the
manipulation of single images. The five conditions of motion are studied as they pertain to
movement and how that movement is interpreted by the viewer. Principles of animation are
introduced and students will incorporate them as a means to create hand drawn animation that
is believable and entertaining.

Upon successful completion of this course, students will be able to:
+ animate simple characters creating the illusion of life;
+ understand the importance of solid drawing and how to achieve it;
« ascertain the difference between poses, key drawings and inbetweens;
» incorporate procedures for key animation that reflect industry practices;
» work both on paper and with digital tools to create hand-drawn animation;
« reference existing animation and video to learn about specific actions.

Course materials will be supplied by the instructor.

3 Procedure for pose-to-pose animation. Three essential keys of a jump.
4 Incorporating animation principles in character movement. The S curve. 3

6 Character movement. Animating existing characters on model.
7 Animating cycles. Animating a run from A to B and as a cycle. 5
8 Character walks. The essential keys.
