COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course will examine the way culture shapes the formation of identity
for its members throughout their lifespan. Aging will encompass the whole
lifespan from the moment of birth to death. It will provide a cross-cultural
exploration the processes of aging through the lenses of gender, kinship,
social organization, religion, politics and economics. Particular emphasis
will be placed on understanding the acquisition of status and the societal
roles that accompany each life stage.

e Demonstrate the application of core anthropological theories and
methods to the study of aging

e |dentify and evaluate the cross-cultural differences and similarities
exhibited by life-stages.

stages.

e Research and analyze rites of passage from an anthropological
perspective.
