• Exhibit professionalism and collaborate with members of the production team which 

includes the director, designers, technical director, crew, and cast of peers. 
• Sustain the integrity and momentum of a performance. 
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COURSE CONTENT: 
This project-based course will consist of weekly rehearsals as assigned where students learn blocking, 
character analysis and performance. The rehearsal period will culminate in a fully realized stage 
production. Each student will be involved in at least one of the three productions associated with this 
course.

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• Submitting of a substantially similar assessment by two or more students, except in the case 

where such submission is specifically authorized by the instructor.  
 
Fraud: Creation or use of falsified documents.  
 
Misuse or misrepresentation of sources: Presenting source material in such a way as to distort its 
original purpose or implication(s); misattributing words, ideas, etc. to someone other than the original 
source; misrepresenting or manipulating research findings or data; and/or suppressing aspects of 
findings or data in order to present conclusions in a light other than the research, taken as a whole, 
would support.  
 
Plagiarism: Presenting or submitting, as one’s own work, the research, words, ideas, artistic imagery, 
arguments, calculations, illustrations, or diagrams of another person or persons without explicit or 
accurate citation or credit.
