COURSE FORMAT  
12 hours of classroom contact per week for 13 weeks, plus a 2-week final exam period for a 15-week 
semester. 4 additional hours per week may include direct classroom instruction, workshops, 
individual or small group meetings, tutorials, and online activities.  
 
COURSE PREREQUISITES  
EAP 080 with a minimum grade of B, the Capilano EAP Placement Test at the EAP 090 level, or Test of 
English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL): paper = 520, internet = 67, or English Language Assessment 
(ELA) = 114, or International English Language Testing System (IELTS) = 5.5 overall, and no one score 
less than 5.0, or Canadian Academic English Language Assessment (CAEL) = 50, or Pearson Test of 
English (PTE Academic) = 50 
 
CALENDAR DESCRIPTION  
This intensive course provides students with academic language skills integrated with academic 
content to the EAP 3 level. It includes reading (using grammar knowledge to decode meaning and 
recognize stereotypes, biases and clichés; identifying supporting details for main ideas; determining 
accuracy and distinguishing between important and unimportant information), vocabulary building 
(expanding knowledge of word structure and context clues), grammar (self-correcting frequent 
grammatical and word choice errors), writing (writing argumentative essays; supporting and 
developing academic topics), listening (comprehending and discussing academic lectures), speaking 
(using technical vocabulary, idioms and relaxed speech structures; practicing oral reporting and 
summarizing), and pronunciation (rhythm and intonation). 
 
COURSE NOTE  
EAP 090 is equivalent to ESLF 070. Duplicate credit will not be granted for this course and ESLF 070. 
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REQUIRED TEXTS AND/OR RESOURCES  
Specific texts, resources and technology will vary depending on the instructor. The instructor may 
make use of an assigned textbook and/or instructor-prepared materials made available in class or on 
eLearn.  
 
COURSE STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES 
On successful completion of this course, students will be able to do the following: 
 

Grammar/Writing: 
• Produce grammatically accurate and appropriate sentences taught at this level. 
• Identify and correct individual common grammar errors in one’s own writing. 
• Demonstrate use of appropriate academic and content-specific vocabulary. 
• Effectively use the techniques of prewriting, outlining, drafting, revising, and editing.  
• Distinguish and use common rhetorical patterns in academic writing through 

paragraphs, summaries, and essays. 
• Demonstrate use of a variety of techniques to produce accurate paraphrases. 
• Use appropriate documentation styles to cite direct quotations and paraphrases or 

summaries of source texts. 

Listening/Speaking:  
• Demonstrate oral competence in both social and academic contexts appropriate to this 

level. 
• Develop comprehension and use of idioms and colloquial speech appropriate to this 

level. 
• Use academic listening skills appropriate to this level. 
• Orally summarize and report on material appropriate to this level.  
• Give academic presentations appropriate to this level.  
• Apply listening skills to take organized notes while listening to authentic academic 

lectures and presentations. 

Pronunciation: 
• Demonstrate an improvement in fluency and comprehensibility of speech appropriate 

to this level. 
• Demonstrate an ability to self-correct speech. 

Reading/Vocabulary:  
• Use decoding strategies and context clues to determine the meaning of unfamiliar words 

and phrases. 
• Recognize and use word connotations. 
• Use English-English dictionaries effectively. 
• Identify topics, main ideas (stated and unstated), major and minor supporting details, 

and paragraph rhetorical patterns.  
• Apply inference skills appropriate to this level. 
• Demonstrate expanded critical reading skills such as identifying the author’s purpose, 

intended audience, tone, bias, point-of-view, and contradictions in information. 
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• Paraphrase and summarize complex ideas in paragraphs and passages. 
• Identify all types of referencing and discuss situations in which source citations are 

required. 
• Distinguish between primary and secondary sources of information. 
• Demonstrate ability to adjust reading rate in response to different reading tasks, 

appropriate to this level. 

Academic Literacy:  
• Apply critical thinking skills. 
• Use effective classroom interaction skills appropriate to this level. 
• Identify learning approaches and expectations in North American colleges and 

universities. 
• Identify what constitutes cheating and plagiarism in North American academic learning 

environment. 

Experiential Learning: 
•     Identify and interact with some of the student support services available on campus.   
•     Be aware of the services and programs offered by social organizations located in the 

community.  
•     Explain personal learning and benefits from participating in various Experiential 

Learning activities. 
•     Understand how volunteer work contributes to an understanding of the values of 

equity, diversity, and inclusiveness.  
 
Honouring Indigenous Ways of Learning and Knowing: 

•     Develop an understanding of Indigenous Peoples and topics. 
•     Demonstrate an understanding of why Canada and CapU observe the National Day of 

Truth and Reconciliation (TRC).

literary and academic texts. 
•     Understand the importance of land acknowledgements.  
•     Attend and report on special events, ceremonies, or a location important to Indigenous

COURSE CONTENT  
This course will prepare students for study in various academic fields through the 
following class activities: 
 

Grammar/Writing 
Grammatical Structures and Sentence Skills:  

• modifiers  
• pronoun reference, agreement, and point of view  
• consistent verb tense  
• subject/verb agreement  
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• mixed conditionals  
• parallel structures  
• correction of sentence fragments, run-on sentences, and comma splices  
• grammar points and sentence types based on identified needs 

Paraphrases and Summaries:  
• summary of longer texts and paraphrases of sections of texts  

Essays: 
• comparison/contrast  
• cause/effect  
• argumentative 

Listening/Speaking 
• idioms and colloquial speech 
• discussions based on assigned readings or research  
• formal or informal debates on academic topics 
• academic presentations based on research  
• note-taking skills based on short authentic lectures, documentaries, and news reports  

Reading/Vocabulary 
• less common prefixes, suffixes and roots  
• context clues   
• topics, main ideas (stated and unstated), major and minor supporting details, and 

paragraph rhetorical patterns   
• a variety of moderately complex, authentic and simplified material such as academic 

writing, short research papers, as well as journal and news articles.  
• primary and secondary sources of information  
• critical reading skills: author’s purpose, intended audience, tone, bias, point-of-view, 

accuracy, completeness, and contradictions in information

Note: While the weighting of individual assignments, tests and exams is at the discretion of the 
instructor, no single assignment, test or exam will exceed 25% of the final total. 
 
Participation 
Participation grades are based on completion of homework tasks and class preparation, as well as the 
consistency, quality, and frequency of contributions to class discussions. Consistency means attending 
every class, maintaining a positive and respectful presence in the classroom, and actively contributing 
to discussions on a regular basis. Quality means demonstrating respect for peers and their 
contributions, listening attentively during lectures and when other students are speaking, and 
participating in all activities with an open and inquisitive mind. 
 
Experiential Learning (EL)  
Students are expected to participate in Experiential Learning activities over the term. Activities that 
provide experiential learning include volunteer work, attendance at workshops/lectures/special 
events or a combination of the two. Evaluation of EL is at the discretion of the instructor and may 
include individual presentations, reflective journals, e-portfolios, and written reports. 
 
Assignments 
Assignments include grammar exercises, writing assignments, readings from a variety of sources, and 
contact work.

Students are expected to proofread all written 
work for any grammatical, spelling and stylistic errors. Instructors may deduct marks for incorrect 
grammar and spelling in written assignments.

Cell phones must be turned off 
before entering the classroom and may not be turned on again until after you have left the classroom, 
except in emergency situations or by prior arrangement with the instructor.

Fraud: Creation or use of falsified documents.  
 
Misuse or misrepresentation of sources: Presenting source material in such a way as to distort 
its original purpose or implication(s); misattributing words, ideas, etc. to someone other than the 
original source; misrepresenting or manipulating research findings or data; and/or suppressing 
aspects of findings or data in order to present conclusions in a light other than the research, taken 
as a whole, would support.  
 
Plagiarism: Presenting or submitting, as one’s own work, the research, words, ideas, artistic 
imagery, arguments, calculations, illustrations, or diagrams of another person or persons without 
explicit or accurate citation or credit.  
 
Self-Plagiarism: Submitting one’s own work for credit in more than one course without the 
permission of the instructors, or re-submitting work, in whole or in part, for which credit has 
already been granted without permission of the instructors.
