The midterm will consist of short answer questions and short essays.

Students are required to do a research project to demonstrate their knowledge
about economic theories and their applications. Students will need to choose
one of the countries (and periods) discussed in class in order to analyze that
chosen country’s economic growth and identify a correlation to that country’s
demographic changes if that exists. This empirical research requires collecting
data from statistics agencies from that chosen country, which could be done
through internet research and/or library research.

The final exam is comprehensive. It will consist of short answer questions
and short essays.
