COURSE PREREQUISITES  
45 credits of 100-level or higher coursework including 3 credits of 300-level Creative Writing 
coursework 
 
CALENDAR DESCRIPTION  
Students will work with an instructor to guide them with a topic-based analytical/creative project, 
approved by the student’s advisor. Specific course details will be arranged between individual 
students and faculty members. Registration is by permission of the instructor and the Creative 
Writing Convenor. 
 
COURSE NOTE  
ENGL 491 is an approved Culture and Creative Expression course for Cap Core requirements.

REQUIRED TEXTS AND/OR RESOURCES  
Texts and resources are chosen by students and their faculty supervisors. 
 
COURSE STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES 
On successful completion of this course, students will be able to do the following: 

1. Initiate, execute and take responsibility for a self-directed creative project emerging directly 
from the student’s own academic and/or professional interests.  

2. Describe and integrate concepts, theories, and practices from across core academic disciplines 
with an awareness of limits of knowledge 

3. Apply foundational learning (knowledge, critical thinking, research skills, imagination, and 
judgment) and holistic problem-solving skills in creative work. 

4. Synthesize to produce critically searching and original creative work.   
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5. Produce a manuscript suitable for publication or performance based on current professional 
disciplinary standards. 

Students who complete this Culture and Creative Expression course will be able to do the following: 
1. Engage in creative processes including conception, investigation, execution, and ongoing 

critical analysis. 
2. Identify, analyze, and critique the elements of a form of expression using its specific 

vocabulary. 
3. Explain or demonstrate the connection between various events, ideas, traditions, and belief 

systems and the modes in which they are artistically or culturally expressed. 
4. Interpret diverse forms of creative expression from different perspectives (e.g. artistic, 

historical, Indigenous, literary, scientific, philosophical).  

COURSE CONTENT  
Regular meetings (such as weekly or bi-weekly) according to schedule of readings and topics designed 
by agreement between the student and an English faculty member.

Written Assignments:  
This course will consist of short written assignments (e.g. outline, bibliography, artist statements, 
primary source analysis,) and a major work (“Creative Project”). 
 
Creative Project: the final project is assessed by a rubric that considers application of research 
methods, restructuring of manuscript, demonstrated experimentation with the writing process, and 
depth of revision.

• Submitting of a substantially similar assessment by two or more students, except in the 

case where such submission is specifically authorized by the instructor.  
 
Fraud: Creation or use of falsified documents.  
 
Misuse or misrepresentation of sources: Presenting source material in such a way as to distort its 
original purpose or implication(s); misattributing words, ideas, etc. to someone other than the 
original source; misrepresenting or manipulating research findings or data; and/or suppressing 
aspects of findings or data in order to present conclusions in a light other than the research, taken 
as a whole, would support.  
 
Plagiarism: Presenting or submitting, as one’s own work, the research, words, ideas, artistic 
imagery, arguments, calculations, illustrations, or diagrams of another person or persons without 
explicit or accurate citation or credit.  
 
Self-Plagiarism: Submitting one’s own work for credit in more than one course without the 
permission of the instructors, or re-submitting work, in whole or in part, for which credit has 
already been granted without permission of the instructors.  
 
Prohibited Conduct: The following are examples of other conduct specifically prohibited:  

• Taking unauthorized possession of the work of another student (for example, intercepting 
and removing such work from a photocopier or printer, or collecting the graded work of 
another student from a stack of papers);  

• Falsifying one’s own and/or other students’ attendance in a course;  
• Impersonating or allowing the impersonation of an individual;
