The course builds
on the work of ENSJ 171 and 172 through repertoire of increasing complexity and
technical demands.

dynamics, articulation and rhythmic coordination;
o  rehearse effectively with the full ensemble and independently in sectionals;
¢ understand and apply conventions of performance practice related to a variety of
genres and styles;
e  improvise melodies, rhythms and accompaniments in a variety of styles and
genres with an understanding of genre and style;
¢  show confidence and composure in public performance;
e make an assertive creative contribution to the work of the group.

Attendance is mandatory. Students who miss more than 10% of class time will not
receive credit for the course. Students must notify the instructor and send a substitute if
an absence is anticipated.

Students who miss a concert will have to provide a written doctor’s certificate, which
verifies that the student was physically unable to attend the concert. Students who miss the
concert and do not have a valid medical excuse will receive a grade of 0% for the concert.

Students are personally responsible for all music provided to them. Any markings on the
music are to be made only in pencil. Students will be required to pay for music that is
lost or damaged. The cost will be 100% of the replacement value plus a 50% service
charge. Students failing to return music will have their marks suspended and will not be
permitted to register for any other Capilano University classes until they have returned
the music or paid their fines.
