COURSE DESCRIP TION

Students select from a wide variety of full-day workshops covering specialized topics 
in visual communication. Some workshops support skill development specific to a 
concentration (e.g. interactive design, illustration, or branding). All workshops provide 
tools and resources for self-learning, online support, and individualized faculty feedback 
on workshop projects.

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ASSIGNMENTS

Students must complete 8 workshops, submit 8 assignments (worth 11% each), and 
participate in workshop-related review sessions to gain course credit. Review sessions 
provide one-on-one project feedback one or two weeks after each workshop. All 
workshop lecture notes and resources will be available online for self study by any course 
participant.

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AT TENDANCE /PENALTIES FOR MISSING CL ASS
Attendance is essential. Students who are absent for more than three classes without the 
approval of the course instructor will fail the course.

Punctuality is essential. Students more than 15 minutes late for class, or who leave before the 
end of class, will be marked absent.

PARTICIPATION
Students will be evaluated on the frequency and relevance of their comments, questions, 
observations and discussions of weekly course content; on their active engagement in in-
class assignments; on their completion of required lab hours (if any) and on their  
work-in-progress, at 1% per class or to a maximum of 15% of the course grade.

L ATE ASSIGNMENTS
If the course contains assignments, 20% will be deducted from the assignment grade for each 
period of 1 to 7 days that an assignment is late, unless prior arrangements are made with the 
instructor.

MISSED EX AMS AND QUIZZES
Missed exams and quizzes (if any) will be assigned a grade of zero. Students will be allowed 
to make up exams and quizzes only under the following conditions: if a doctor’s certificate of 
illness is provided; if in the case of the death of a close family member, a death certificate is 
provided; if prior approval of the instructor has been obtained.

Plagiarism is the presentation of another person’s work or ideas as if they were one’s own.
