COURSE OBJECTIVES: This course introduces students to the fundamental materials and syntax of
tonal music. Students will develop the fluency to move between jazz and
earlier classical styles, recognizing both commonalities and differences.

o explain the importance of the overtone series and the circle of fifths
in tonal music;
e notate musical pitch and rhythm accurately;
e recognize and construct major and minor scales and diatonic modes;
e build intervals, triads and seventh chords;
e analyze triads and seventh chords individually and in musical

contexts using jazz chord symbols, roman numerals and figured
bass;

e compose simple harmonic progressions and melodies;

e analyze and write basic passages in four-part chorale style, showing
awareness of tendency tones and voice-leading principles;

e summarize the materials and syntax of jazz standards and short
pieces of earlier styles using the terminologies learned throughout

the course.
