COURSE FORMAT: Three hours of class time, plus an additional hour delivered through on-line or   other activities for a 
15-week semester, which includes two weeks for final exams.

CALENDAR DESCRIPTION   
This course is an introduction to the origin and structure of English words: the study of etymology. Through an analysis of 
English vocabulary, we will learn about the history of the English language as well as learn how linguistic analysis works. 
Students will learn how to distinguish native words from borrowed words, and with borrowed words, learn to recognize 
the Latin, Greek and French origins of English words.

LING 202 is an approved Culture and Creative Expression course for Cap Core requirements. 
LING 100 and LING 102 are highly recommended.

2. Apply phonological and morphological concepts as exemplified in English vocabulary. 
3. Identify the Latin, French, Greek and Germanic origins of English vocabulary, and distinguish native words 

from borrowed words. 
4. Analyse English words into prefixes, roots and suffixes and identify the phonological processes that have 

applied to native forms and to borrowings.

•Identify, analyze, and critique the elements of a form of expression using its specific vocabulary.

• Explain or demonstrate the connection between various events, ideas, traditions, and belief systems and the modes in 
which they are artistically or culturally expressed.  
• Interpret diverse forms of creative expression from different perspectives (e.g. artistic, historical, Indigenous, literary, 
scientific, philosophical).

Plagiarism: Presenting or submitting, as one’s own work, the research, words, ideas, artistic imagery, arguments, 
calculations, illustrations, or diagrams of another person or persons without explicit or accurate citation or credit.  
 
Self-Plagiarism: Submitting one’s own work for credit in more than one course without the permission of the 
instructors, or re-submitting work, in whole or in part, for which credit has already been granted without permission 
of the instructors.
