e Examine basic choreography principles and create choreography based on a set theme or style;

e Integrate musicality, technique and creative expression into solo, partnerand group dance
work.

1-2 Review material from previous term.Expand knowledge of in-
termediate concepts in each dance genre and introduce new
concepts.
3-6 Start choreography. Continue skill development. Introduce founda-
tional concepts in building choreography.
7-13 Continue skill development, choreography and work on group pro-
jects.
14-15 Final assessmentsand/or performances.

In-Class Skills: In class skills will be assessed for memorization; the ability to apply, self-assess and sustain

corrections; physical awareness; authenticity; musicianship; and/orknowledge
of terminology. Skill assessments will happen at various points throughout the

term.

Choreography Assignment: Studentswill be introduced to a specificdance style based within a historical
context relevant to musical theatre and will then be asked to choreograph a
short routine based on this style, individually orworking in small groups.
Students will be individually assessed on use of basic choreographic tools in-

troduced in class, basic dance notation, and integration of given style and his-

toric context.

Ensemble Work: This course will have 1-2 ensemble compositions demonstrating the skills and different
dance styleslearned within this class. The compositions will reflecta diverse
range of styles. Retention of choreography, integration of dance and perfor-
mance techniques, application of style based on context, and spatial for-
mations and relationships will be assessed. Some ensemble pieces may be
performed at term end.

Final Assessment: Skillsintroduced throughout the term will be assessed inall disciplines. The ability of the
studentto integrate techniquesinto novel combinations will be assessed. An
external adjudicator may be present. Basic audition skills will be integrated.
