COURSE FORMAT:
Three hours of class time, with an additional hour delivered through on-line or other activities,
for 15 weeks, which includes two weeks for final exams.

COURSE PREREQUISITES:
45 credits or of 100-level or higher coursework including PSYC 100.

CALENDAR DESCRIPTION:
This course examines a range of commonly reported anomalous experiences from the critical
perspective of Psychology. Unlike an Abnormal Psychology course, the focus is mainly on non-
pathological experiences. The ‘critical thinking” approach is reviewed; a brief historical
overview of claims and critiques is presented; and several types of anomalous experience are
considered with respect to the bio-psycho-social processes that affect perception, memory and
belief.

COURSE NOTE:
Completion of PSYC 101 is recommended.
