• Demonstrate awareness of colonization and its impact on Indigenous 
Peoples in Canada and Indigenous Peoples in other countries.  

• Recognize the differences between knowledge-based understandings 
and experience based understandings.  

• Understand the importance of land acknowledgements.  
• Attend and report on special events, ceremonies, or a location 

important to Indigenous peoples. 
 
It was also suggested that a reading list be included to ensure that Indigenous 
Ways of Learning and Knowing is recognized in the course outline and that the 
Indigenous Librarian be consulted. It was also pointed out that it may be 
beneficial to have Indigenous consultation before items are brought to SCC.
