COURSE FORMAT

Three hours of class time, plus an additional hour delivered through on-line or other activities for a
15-week semester, which includes two weeks for final exams. May be delivered online or mixed
mode.

CALENDAR DESCRIPTION

This course is an introduction to financial accounting concepts and business principles. Students will
analyze and record business transactions and create financial statements, and they will be exposed to
a broad range of topics including business organizations, asset management, liability reporting and
financial statement analysis. We recommend that students with weak math skills take BADM 102
(Quantitative Methods) before, or in conjunction with BFIN 141. (CPA transferable with BFIN 142).

COURSE NOTE
BFIN 141 is an approved Quantitative/Analytical course for baccalaureate degrees.
BFIN 141 is an approved Numeracy course for Cap Core requirements.
