CALENDAR DESCRIPTION   
This course acknowledges the theatre skills which are learned during practical work on productions.  

This practical application of the techniques learned throughout the previous terms will culminate in a 
production. Students will prepare a cabaret show consisting of five songs with patter, which will be 
performed at the end of term in the Arbutus Studio Theatre.

COURSE STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES 
On successful completion of this course, students will be able to do the following: 

 improve upon their solo performance work; 

 demonstrate their performance skills in a cabaret format;  

 investigate different genres of music for the cabaret format; 

 create simple marketing ideas for the project; 

 create their individual story through the use of music. 
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COURSE CONTENT  
This practical course will involve producing a cabaret style concert performance called the “Set of 5”, 
which will be rehearsed all term and then performed at the end of the term.  The instructors will co-

direct this assignment in individual coaching sessions as well as in a workshop format.  
 
EVALUATION PROFILE  

Evaluation will be based on the practice and the mastery of song performance and interpretation. To 
achieve credit students must attend all rehearsals, complete the assigned Actors Book, prepare a 
theme and posters for the event, produce a successful performance, display professional conduct, and 

show a heightened awareness of creating a cabaret-style show by the end of the assignment.

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Academic dishonesty is any act that breaches one or more of the principles of academic integrity. 
Acts of academic dishonesty may include but are not limited to the following types:  
 

Cheating: Using or providing unauthorized aids, assistance or materials while preparing or 
completing assessments, or when completing practical work (in clinical, practicum, or lab 
settings), including but not limited to the following:  

 Copying or attempting to copy the work of another during an assessment;  

 Communicating work to another student during an examination;  

 Using unauthorized aids, notes, or electronic devices or means during an examination;  

 Unauthorized possession of an assessment or answer key; and/or,  

 Submitting of a substantially similar assessment by two or more students, except in the 
case where such submission is specifically authorized by the instructor.  

 
Fraud: Creation or use of falsified documents.  
 

Misuse or misrepresentation of sources: Presenting source material in such a way as to distort its 
original purpose or implication(s); misattributing words, ideas, etc. to someone other than the 
original source; misrepresenting or manipulating research findings or data; and/or suppre ssing 
aspects of findings or data in order to present conclusions in a light other than the research, taken 

as a whole, would support.  
 
Plagiarism: Presenting or submitting, as one’s own work, the research, words, ideas, artistic 

imagery, arguments, calculations, illustrations, or diagrams of another person or persons without 
explicit or accurate citation or credit.  
 

Self-Plagiarism: Submitting one’s own work for credit in more than one course without the 
permission of the instructors, or re-submitting work, in whole or in part, for which credit has 
already been granted without permission of the instructors.
