By the end of the course, they should be
familiar with the skills necessary to fulfill the duties required of the
Technical Director, Designer and Department Heads in Carpentry.

analyze the various elements of the Technical Director position;

experience performing the various senior positions in conditions
resembling professional practice.

ASSIGNMENTS: 1. Construction Drawing: The student will produce a series of shop

drawings, following established guidelines.

2. Budgeting: Students will practice budgeting a show based on a pre-
prepared design.

3. Technical Problem Solving: Students will practice the role of TD and
have to creatively solve a problem.
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4. Model project: Students will hone their model-making skills by
building a white model based off pre-determined designs

5. Quiz: Testing the students on the content of the course as a whole.

6. Participation: Full and active participation in classroom discussions
and projects is an integral part of this course. Students are expected to
show up on time, dressed accordingly, and prepared for the scheduled
classroom activities. Work habits and safety practices will also be
noted.

OPERATIONAL DETAILS:
